Mahasatavari is Medhya, Hrdya, Vrshya, Rasayani, Sita in Virya, cures
Arsa, Grahani and Nayana amaya.(Bpn)
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Narayani, dvipisatru, dvipika, dharakantaka, abhiru, tungini, kesi, pivari,
dvipapivari, sahasravirya, madhura, phanijihva, urdhvakantaka, suksma
patra, mahapurusha dantika are the synonyms for satavari.
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Synonyms of satavari are satapadi, pivari, indivari, vari, bhiru, dipya,
dvipi, satrudipika, amarakantika, suksmapatra, supatra, bahumula,
satahvaya, narayani, svadurasa, satahva, laghuparnika, atmasalya,
jatamala, satavirya, mahaudini, madhura, satamula, kesika, satanetrika,
visvakhya, vaisnavi, karsini, vasudevi, variyasi, durmara and tejavalli.

Synonyms of mahasatavri are vira, tungini, bahupatrika, sahasravirya,
surasa, mahapurusadantika, urdhvakanta, mahavirya, phanijihva,
mahasata, satavirya and suvirya.
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Satavari is tikta, svadu in rasa, guru, snigdha in guna, sita in veerya,
rasayani, medha agni pustida, netrya, sukrala, stanya kari, balya,
alleviates gulma, atisara, vata, pitta, asra and sopha.

Mahasatavari is sita in veerya, medhya, hrdya, vrshya, rasayani, cures
arsa, grahani and nayana amaya.
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Satavari is svadu, tikta in rasa, vrshya, alleviates vata and pitta.

Mahati variety is sita in veerya, hrdya, vrshya, rasayani, medha agni bala
vardhini, alleviates grahani and arsa.



Its ankura is tikta in rasa, alleviates kapha and pitta.
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Satavari is svadu in rasa, sita in veerya, vrshya, balya, rasayani, alleviates
vata and pitta, is more effective when used along with taila and ghrta.
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Satavari is tikta, svadu in rasa, hima in veerya, alleviates vata and pitta,
cures ksaya, asra, is vrshya, rasayana vara, medhya, hrdya, vrshya,
rasayani, and cures arsa, grahani, nayana amaya.

Its ankura is laghu in guna, alleviates tridosha, arsa and ksaya.
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Satavirya is madhura in rasa, hima in veerya, vrshya, mahasresta
rasayana, pitta hara param, kapha vata hara.

Both the types are madhura in rasa, vrshya, and alleviates pitta.
Mabhati is tikta in rasa, srestha rasayana, alleviates kapha and vata.

Its ankura is tikta in rasa, alleviates kapha and pitta.
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Satavari is tikta, svadu in rasa, guru in guna, hima in veerya, rasayani,
susnigdha, sukrala, balya, stanya medha agni pustida, caksushya,
alleviates vata, pitta, asra, gulma, atisara and sopha.

Maha satavari is hrdya, medha agni bala sukrada, cures grahani, arsa,
aksi roga and is rasayani.

Its ankura is tikta in rasa, laghu in guna, vrshya, hrdya, alleviates
tridosha, cures vata, pitta, asra, grahani nad gudaja ksaya.
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Satavari is madhura in rasa, guru, snigdha in guna, sita in veerya, vrsya,
tikta, svadu in rasa, rasayani, dugdha prada, agni dipti kari mata, balya,
medhya, sukrakari, caksushya, pusti kara, alleviates pitta, vata, ksaya,
cures rakta dosha, gulma, sopha and atisara.

When used along with taila and ghrta it is more effective.

Mahasatavari is sita in veerya, hrdya, medhya, agni pradipani, sukrala,
balya, vrshya, rasayani, cures arsa, sangrahani, netra roga, where in the
rest of the properties are similar to the previous one.
