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Vasaka, simhika, vasa, bhisangmata, vasadani, atarupa, simhamukhi,
simhi, kanthiravi, vrsha, sitaparni, vajidanta, nasa, panchamukhi,
simhaparni and mrgendrani are the 16 synonyms of vasa.
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Vasa is kashaya, tikta in rasa, usna, sita in verya, pacifies urdhva asrk,
pitta, alleviates kapha, kasa, jvara and kshaya.
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Vasaka is tikta, tuvara in rasa, laghu in guna, sita in veerya, svarya, hrdya,
increases vata, destroys kapha, pitta, asra, trt, arti, cures svasa, kasa,
jvara, chardi, meha, kustha and kshaya.
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Atarusha is tikta in rasa, hima in veerya, alleviates pitta, slesma, asra,
cures kasa, ksaya, hrt vikara, chardi, kustha, jvara and trsna.
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Vasa is tikta, katu in rasa, sita in veerya, alleviates kasa, raktapitta,
kamala, kapha, vaikalya, jvara, svasa and ksaya.
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Vasa is useful in curing raktapitta, ksaya and kasa.
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Simhasya is tuvara, tikta in rasa, laghu in guna, hima in veerya, hrdya,
svarya, increases vata, alleviates kapha, pitta, asra, svasa, kasa, cures
jvara, meha, aruci, chardi, kustha, trsna, ksata, kasya.

Puspa increases vata, alleviates kapha, pitta, ksaya and is vrshaja,
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Vasha, vrshatrusha, simhamukha, simhika, bhishangmata, vrshaka,
vashakasamjna are the synonyms of vasa.
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Vashaka, vashika, vasha, bhishagmata, simhika, simhasya, vajidanta,
atarushaka, atarusha, vrshanama, simhaparna are the synonyms.
